"These clinics are part of the Board of Health's ongoing efforts to protect our families and their pets against the threat of rabies in wildlife”, said Mahoning County Health Commissioner Matthew Stefanak.
Rabies is a preventable disease.  The public can protect themselves and their families by:

· if bitten, wash the wound thoroughly and see your doctor
