Trainings:

Introduction to Medical Reserve Corps

This is the mandatory training for all Medical Reserve Corps Volunteers.  This is a 2 hour in classroom training with 2 online classes that can be completed at your leisure.  This training is good for 3 years and is required to become a Medical Reserve Corps member.  This training is offered twice in the spring and twice in the fall each year. 
Volunteer Reception Center Exercise

When a disaster occurs, volunteers will be processed through a central point called a Volunteer Reception Center. Here a volunteer will be registered, interviewed, and have their credentials checked.  Once you have passed these steps you will be given a badge or wristband and assigned to a specific area to work.  This exercise is split into two parts.  One, you will be a volunteer being processed through the Volunteer Reception Center during a disaster.  Two, you will staff a station in the Reception Center and process volunteers.

Exercises:

Ohio Guard Care Exercise: August 2008  
Participate with medical personnel from the Ohio National Guard to provide free medical services to the community. This includes but is not limited to vaccinations, hearing and vision screening, dental screenings, physicals, and lab testing.  

Canfield Fairgrounds Mass Vaccination Exercise (Flu Clinic)

This drive through influenza vaccination clinic tested the county health department’s ability to mass vaccinate during a disaster.  Close to 100 volunteers participated at the clinic. 
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
